Forgive Me For Keeping your Bible 

        The train blew its whistle and wove its way along the winding rails of 
the hometown of a brother in Hungary. A communist customs agent came 
through checking all the baggage. The sack of Bibles sat at our brother's 
feet. By his side lay his own personal Bible with notes and sermon out-
lines. The customs agent looked at the sack first. He opened it and 
thumbed through the pages of the Bible and began to sail them out the win-
dow of the speeding train. 

        As if for spite, the agent looked down at the open, used (obviously 
personal) Bible of our brother, grabbed it, and sailed it out the window to 
parts unknown. For three years, our brother bemoaned the fact that his 
good Bible with so many notes and sermons was no longer his constant 
companion. “I believe Romans 8:28, but, Lord, how can this work out for 
good?” he wondered. 

        One day he received his personal Bible through the mail. A letter en-
closed read, “Dear Brother in Christ: 
Thank you, Thank you, for the use of your 
Bible. I found it by the railroad three 
years ago. I have kept it, read it, and 
studied it often. My family and I have 
written many Scriptures down on paper 
and many more in our hearts. We cannot 
thank you enough, for now maybe we can 
go to heaven ... But brother, please for-
give me for keeping our Bible so long. I thought that if I did not read it 
now, I might never again find a Bible to read.” 

        “Oh, Great God and Father of us all, forgive me for my doubting,” 
wept our Hungarian brother. 

        Would not it be wonderful if all could come to the Bible as if we 
found it for the first time? We could be simply “Christians” with a deep 
desire to go to heaven, to be with the saints of all the ages. Pick up your 
New Testament and read it again for the first time. That is, read it as if you 
had never read it before. Follow what it says-not what some man says it 
says. Do what it commands-not what some other book requires (2 Tim. 
3:16-17).

The Slingshot  
Affect 

As you study the Bible, one way to 
study is to take a chapter or book and look 
for recurring thoughts.  For instance, when 
one looks at 1 Corinthians 13, it is not hard 
to see the theme for that chapter is charity 
or love.  The word “Love” is in the thirteen  
chapter six times.  The phrase “Let us” is 
one of the themes in the book of Hebrews.  
This phrase appears twelve times in He-
brews chapters four through twelve.  Over 
the next few weeks, we want to explore the 
“Let us’” of Hebrews.   

In Hebrews 4:1 we are told, “Let us 
fear.”  Fear what?  We are to fear the fact 
God is preparing a place of rest for us to 
spend an eternity and if we do not do as He 
has commanded, let us fear the alterna-
tive—the place prepared for the devil and 
his angels (Matthew 25:41).  

In Hebrews 4:11 we are told, “Let us 
labor.”  What are we to “labor” for?  God 
is preparing for a place for His people—
Christians.  While on this earth and in this 
life, we are to “labor” in his Kingdom.  We 
are to “work” in His kingdom.  God from 
the beginning of time has placed emphasis 
on work and its importance. We must work 
before the night, the end, comes (John 9:4). 

In Hebrews 4:16 we are told, “Let us 
therefore come boldly 
unto the throne of 
grace…”  We are able to 
go before the throne of 
the God of the universe 
Himself, because of the 
sacrifice of God’s son, 
Jesus.  God loves people, 
but people sin, they miss the mark; there-
fore a sacrifice was needed for mankind. 
The sacrifice offered was the Son of God 
who gave His own life, a perfect life.  Even 
though He was a man just like each of us, 
He was able to live a perfect life sacrificing 
Himself so that we could boldly once again 
come before the throne of God.  Jesus, 
though tempted in all areas just like we are, 
was without sin.  Thank God for the bold-
ness we can have because of Him. 

In Hebrews 6:1, we are told to “Let us 
go unto perfection.”  The implication here 
is not only that we must not remain igno-
rant, but that we must become more intelli-
gent in the doctrines (teachings) of Christ.  
Perfection in this intelligence must come 
through study (2 Timothy 2:15).  It is only 
through this study, yes this gaining of intel-
ligence about what God’s plan for us, that 
we can be pleasing or approved unto God.  
It is only through a diligent study and con-
stant maturing that we can be considered 
“approved” servants of God.

        Last week’s article focused on the 
attack on public prayer and the division of 
church and state.  Equally as powerfully as 
the government is the media.  In regards to 
our children, the media plays a more influ-
ential role than the government. Most teens 
do not pay much attention to Congress or 
the decisions of the courts in regards to 
Christianity, but all are affected by what 
they see on television. Joe Wells, speaker at 
last year’s youth rally, went into great de-
tail on how the media is changing culture.  
        First, they preach tolerance of all, and 
include this to mean that homosexual be-
havior should be acceptable by American 
mainstream society.  If you believe homo-
sexuality is wrong, you are described as a 
bigot, religious radical, or “homophobe”.  
There was a Seinfeld episode in the early 
90‘s where the characters repeatedly stated 
in regards to homosexuals, “not that there 
is anything with wrong with it”. The char-
acters were not gay, but they took the 
stance repeatedly that they did not look 
down on someone who was.  
        The  Bible   clearly  states  that  homo- 

sexuality is wrong.  In 1 Tim. 1:9-10, Paul 
states “understanding this, that the law is 
not laid down for the just but for the lawless 
and disobedient, for the ungodly and sin-
ners, for the unholy and profane, for those 
who strike their fathers and mothers, for 
murderers, the sexually immoral, men who 
practice homosexuality, enslavers, liars, 
perjurers, and whatever else is contrary to 
sound doctrine.” We read more concerning 
homosexuality in Rom. 1:26, “For this rea-
son God gave them up to dishonorable pas-
sions. For their women exchanged natural 
relations for those that are contrary to na-
ture; and the men likewise gave up natural 
relations with women and were consumed 
with passions for one another, men commit-
ting shameless acts with men and receiving 
in themselves the due penalty for their er-
ror.” These verses are clear, and leave no 
doubt as to whether God finds homosexual 
behavior wrong.  A society that undermines 
God’s design for the family is one that is 
destined to fail.  It was true for the Greeks, 
Romans, Persians, and will also be true for 
America if we do not take a stand against it.

        It was nothing uncommon when as a 
young boy for us to make a slingshot.  We 
would cut a forked hickory limb, affixing a 
rubber strip cut form a worn out bike inner-
tube.  A piece of leather was attached to the 
other ends for holding a rock or some other 
projectile. You would hold the handle to 
“Y” shaped hickory stick with one hand and 
stretch it back with the other until good and 
tight and let it go.  It was powerful enough 
to kill small animals, make tin cans jump in 
target practice or sting the backside of a 
sibling. They have been known to break 
windows on occasions! 
 What does that have to do with spiri-
tual matters?  A slingshot was the weapon 
of choice for the “little boy David” when 
facing the giant.  The slingshot is a leverage 
weapon. The strength and power of the hu-
man arm is increased. It was not uncommon 
in Bible times to simply use a strap with a 
pouch for holding the projectile.  It would 
be swung in circles, releasing one end to 
allow the projectile to be freed and going 
on its way to the intended target. 
 God uses us somewhat in the same 
manner that a sling is used. His power is 
combined with man’s abilities and skills to 
send the word toward its intended target—a 
lost world.  Paul instructed Timothy, “And 

the things that you have heard 
from me among many witnesses, 
commit these to faithful men 
who will be able to teach others 
also” (2 Tim. 2:2).  By so do-
ing, Timothy could enhance his 

own abilities or increase his own personal 
reach.  This no doubt is the reason why the 
Lord taught His disciples to “make disciples 
of all nations” (Matt. 28:19). Anything that 
we can do to “increase our personal reach” 
we should to make sure that every soul can 
have access to the gospel.  We would then 
see God as the one wielding the instrument, 
the instrument would be the Christian mes-
senger, the projectile would be the Word of 
God and the target would be the hearts of 
men. God can use us powerfully and effec-
tively as harbingers of truth for the declara-
tion of His matchless love and desire to 
save everyone. 
 Abigail, wife of Nabal the scoundrel, 
told David that “the lives of your enemies 
He shall sling out, as from the pocket of a 
sling” (1 Sam. 25:29b).  In each case, that 
which comes from the pocket emanates 
from God to bless the good-hearted or de-
stroy the adversary.  We need to respond as 
a sling in the hand of God to accomplish 
His purpose of catapulting the Word into 
the world to promote good and counter evil.
