Suspicioned

Stan Crowley minister of the Schertz
Church of Christ in Schertz, Texas wrote a
very interesting article titled “The Great
Plagiarism.” A special effort is being made
to give him credit lest | be guilty of the
topic of discussion. Maybe our readers can
benefit from some excerpts from his article.

Over a hundred colleges and univer-
sities throughout our nation have inscribed
on their building in some conspicuous place
the words “Ye shall know the truth, and the
truth shall make you free.”It is observed
that only about eight of them give credit to

the author of that statement as being Jesus

or cite the original written source (Jn. 8:32).
The impression left is that the truth that
is disseminated within their institutions is
the source of true freedom. It is man’s at-
tempt to separate this profound wisdom
from its source as well as from the context
in which it is written. Jesus continues to
stress that'lf you continue in my word,
then are you my disciples indeed; and you
shall know the truth, and the truth shall
make you freg(Jn. 8:31-32).
Not just the words of any man or any
source can guarantee freedom, only the
truths and words that come
from the Father by which
we shall all be judged in
that Great Day of the Lord’s
coming (Jn. 12:48). When
one abides in the word of

Jesus, then he not only has the truth, but is a

disciple of Jesus and enjoys the freedom
that the world will never know.

Words that come from God and re-
vealed by deity are the only truth, or worth-
while information that can benefit man eter-
nally and deliver the freedom necessary to
him. Jeremiah warned that man has failed
man repeatedly, sb...cursed be the man
that trusts in man....(Jer. 17:5).

Just like those in Athens when Paul
addressed them in his powerful sermon,
they were looking for the Lord and truth in
all the wrong places (Acts 17). The wis-
dom that is received from above is
“pleasant unto your soul'{Prov. 2:10).

This plagiaristic act has separated this
great saying and offering from the world’s
only authentic source of power. It is easy
to take the saying, but reject the one who
said it. It is easy to quote the quote and lis-
ten to the ring of the poetic flair of the sen-
timents contained therein, while being tran-
quilized to the soul-saving power it pro-

vides. Those who reject the source, pay a

great price for their plagiarism. They may

never understand that they do not have the

freedom that Jesus offers.

Lettuce of Hebrews
— Having a True Heart

Last week we looked at the first four
“Let us” statements of Hebrews-£&t us
fear’ (4:1), “Let us labot (4:11), “Let us
come boldly unto the throne of
grace' (4:16), and tet us go unto perfec-
tion” (6:1). We looked at each of these in
some detail with the conclusion being: we
can live our lives, grow in Godly wisdom
and in stature and in favor with God. We
can, by continuing in our labors, boldly go
where only Christians can go, without fear,
because we as individuals are constantly
searching for that perfection that in eternity
will cause us to be filled after a lifetime of
hungering and thirsting after righteousness.
This week we will look at the first of three
“Let ug statements of Hebrews 10.

In Hebrews 10:22, we are toldlét us
draw near with a true heart in full assur-
ance of faitt’  Under the Old Covenant,
that is the Old Testament, a veil separated
the priest, representing the worshippers,
from the Most Holy Place. Inside the Most
Holy Place was the Ark of the Covenant
which represented the very presence of
God. Thus there was a separation between
God and the people. The writer of He-
brews is telling Christians that God is not
separated from us. In fact we are encour-
aged, with the right kind of heart, to draw
near to God. The only thing separating us
from a close relationship with God is not
having the right kind of heart. We must
have a true heart. It is with &de” heart
that we can have duil assurance of faithi

Jesus stated| ‘am the way the truth
and the lifé (John 14:6) He further stated,
“And ye shall know the truth and the truth
shall make you frég8:32). We are told in
verse 31 that by continuing in His word we
are His disciples. Paul tells us,thé
judgment of God is according to
truth” (Romans 2:2). He further expounds
that the word of God is truth (1 Thessaloni-
ans 2:3). Thus, through faith we can be
near to God if we have a heart that is abid-
ing in truth, the word of God. We can
draw near boldly because of our relation-
ship to Jesus Christ and what He did for
each of us.
