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Eureka! Eurekal!

The original use of the expression
came from Archimedes, 287-212 B.C. He
used the term after a long search for a way
of discovering the purity of gold in the
crown of a Syracuse king. It has since been
used, as it was then, as an exclamation of
triumph at a discovery. It was popularized
during the Gold Rush days of the early"17

palily Bible Reading

Century. When a miner would find a gold

nugget or vein, he would yell, “EUREKA!”

It became so much a part of the state of
California that it appears on their state seal
and a city in NW California bears this

name. The term is usually associated with
joy upon discovery or satisfaction. The
Greek useseur ka, or “I have found it!”

The faithful ones in the days of Abra-
ham looked for a city whose builder and
maker was God, with foundations not made
by man. Sarah sought motherhood, not
knowing how this would happen, but she
trusted in God. The discovery came with
the Isaac’s birth and there was rejoicing.

When Andrew heard Jesus speak, he

went in search of his brother
Simon saying, “We have
found the Messiah!” (Jn.
1:37-41). That would have
been his way of declaring,
“Eureka” for he had great
joy and satisfaction in find-
ing the Messiah.

The people of God in the Old Teata-
ment “.. all died in faith, not having re-
ceived the promises, but having seen them
afar off were assured of them, embraced
them and confessed that they were strang-
ers and pilgrims on the earth...But now
they desire a better, that is, a heavenly
country...for He has prepared a city for
them” (Heb. 11:13-16). The chapter is con-
cluded with an affirmation thdall these,
having obtained a good testimony through
faith, did not receive the promisgV. 39).
They were forced to wait for their eureka.

Prior to Jesus’ incarnation, the Jews
longed for Him, but when He came they did
not deem Him worthy of “Eureka” for they
looked for another. Usually, before eureka
can be realized, there must be some pros-
pecting and searching. We are to look to
“the author and finisher of our faith, who
for the joy that was set before Him endured
the cross, despising the shame, and has sal
down at the right hand of the throne of
God” (Heb. 12:2). We are reminded,
“Though now you do not see Him, yet be-
lieving, you rejoice with joy inexpressible
and full of glory, receiving the end of your
faith—the salvation of your souls{1 Pet.
1:8-9). EUREKA, we have found Him!

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Lettuce of Hebrews-
Life-Long Faithfulness

As we continue our study from last
week, we observe the last two “Let Us” state-
ments in Hebrews 10. In Hebrews 10:23, the
writers says, Let us hold fast the profession
of our faith without waverind We have an
assurance that by coming into contact with
the blood of Jesus Christ, through baptism,
that we can come before His throne boldly.

Jesus tells usbe thou faithful unto
death, and | will give thee a crown of
life” (Rev. 2:10). The book of Revelation is
about overcoming. Eleven times the word
“overcome” is used. Peter said we are strang-
ers, sojourners, or pilgrims in this life (1 Pet.
2:9). This life should be all about getting to
heaven and having a hope that is not dimin-
ished by the trial, tribulations, cares and con-
cerns of this world. We must keep our eyes
focused on the cross of Jesus, not wavering in
faith. We must, as Paul stateéréss toward
the goal (Phil. 3:1). Our goal should be to
make it to heaven. Our goal can only be
reached by wavering in our pilgrimage. We
must fight the fight, keep the faith and finish
the course (2 Tim. 4:7). We must not waver!

The last tet us of Hebrews 10 is in
verse 24, tet us consider one anothef..As
Christians with a hope and a faith, as we jour-
ney through life’s pilgrimage, we have a re-
sponsibility to, and for, each other. Jesus
commanded His disciples on the night before
He died to fove one anothéras He had
loved them (Jn. 15:12). Paul expounds on this
when he tells us toBe kindly affectioned one
to another with brotherly love; in honor pre-
ferring one anothér (Rom. 12:10). John
states, If God so loved us, we ought also to
love one anothér(1 Jn. 4:11). Further in
verse 18 he taught that, one who loves God
will also love his brother. In 2 John, John
argues that those walking in the truth are
those we should love. Those who are not
walking in the truth, the Word of God, are not
to be given God’s speed. We will still love
their souls, but as Christians we cannot par-
take with those not following God’s truth.
We must fear the consequences of not abiding
in that truth (Heb. 4:1). It is because of that
fear that we do not follow or partake, but also
we provoke, question and consider.

Next, we will look at the last four “Let
us” in Hebrews. As Christians, the Bible must
serve as the guide for our life. When the in-
spired writers of the Bible tell us to “Let us,”
we better take heed. The life we live will be
judged by the words that are in this book and
this book only. We are the feet and hands of
God while we sojourn on this earth. We must
be about doing the Father’'s business. Let us
remember that we are fully assured in our
faith that there is truth and in that truth we
must consider, provoke and love one another
while at the same time continuing to watch
out for ourselves.
